FAI JURY REPORT
International Criterion of Hainaut 2016
F3A World Cup competition
ORGANIZATION: The « International Criterion of Hainaut » was organized by the “Association d’Aéromodélisme Sud Hainaut” in Belgium on May 28th and 29th. 47 competitors from 12 nations were registered. On Saturday, the flights were able to begin only from 10:00 am because of the fog. Then the weather conditions were good in spite of a crosswind coming from the North. Sunday, always because of the fog, flights were able to begin only from 10:45 am with a light rain by intermittence and always a light crosswind.
ACCOMMODATION: The FAI judges were accommodated in a hotel “Le Viennois” in Cousolre in approximately 7 km of the site of the competition. Saturday and Sunday morning a much appreciated breakfast was served at the hotel from 6:00 am.  Lunch and dinner were provided at the flying field in a big tent. The organizer did a good job of providing food and drink and the banquet, Saturday evening, with the cooked pig on the brooch as every year, was a real success.
FLYING SITE: The contest took place on the A.A.S.H. Club flying field. This site is perfect for a F3A competition with a very nice grass runway. The flight plan was slightly rotated relative to the runway to avoid the sun. The manoeuvring area was clearly marked by three poles but they were on a line 100 m in front of the competitor’s position instead of 150 m. White lines, originating at the competitor’s position marked the centre and extreme limits. 
COMPETITION: Saturday 28th, considering the delay taken because of the fog in the morning and the bad weather conditions announced for Sunday, it was not possible any more to work by alternating both judges' panels every 12 pilots. The main thing was to assure at least a complete flight. The jury, in agreement with the organizer, decided to work with one panel of ten judges.
From 10:00 am to 04:45 pm the first round was run after a warm up flight and with a short break for the lunch. From 05:10 pm to 07:45 pm twenty pilots flew their second flight.
Sunday 29th from 10:45 am to 03:00 pm, the end of the second round is run with the 27 staying pilots and with a short break for the lunch. The two rounds were flown on schedule P-17 with the best normalised scores counting to determine the ranking. There was no protest during the competition. The TBL score tabulation system was applied on each round. The award ceremony took place at 04:00 pm.
